                    Table 2: Daily Smoked Dosages

· A single cigarette per day weighing less than one gram equates to roughly one ounce per month, or 12 ounces   per year.










· The national average weight of a cannabis cigarette ranges from o.5 to one gram each, according to NIDA the federal National Institute on Drug Abuse.





· Some patients consume small cigarettes to conserve their medication, but for a patient who consumes one gram cigarette, an ounce (28.3 grams) offers less than one cigarette per day for a month. Furthermore, stem and possibly seeds must be cleaned out of the cannabis before it is used. 


· A patient who gets 24 cleaned grams per ounce can roll 30 cigarettes at 0.8 grams each, one per day for a month. However, many patients must smoke cannabis throughout the day.



· Three to five average-size cannabis cigarettes per day comes to about one ounce a week, or 3.25 pounds in a year.
